
 

Walk in Love 
 

“And walk in love, as Christ also has loved us and given Himself for us, an offering and a sacrifice to 

God for a sweet-smelling aroma.” – Ephesians 5:2 

I love to dig into the deeper meanings of Scripture, and there’s an interesting one here. The Greek phrase that was 

translated “walk in love” is “peropateite en agape.” It’s found only here in Scripture, and means “continue in selfless 

love.” 
 

The letter to the Ephesians uses walking as a metaphor in several places (six, if you’re counting.) The point the author 

is trying to make is that the Christian life should be a consistent, purposeful, determined practice. 
 

If you combine the meaning of the Greek phrase with the meaning of the metaphor for walking… you can perhaps see 

where I’m going. We are to continue to love – selflessly, consistently, with purpose, and perhaps most importantly, 

with determination. 
 

Look with me at Luke 9:51: “Now it came to pass, when the time had come for Him to be received up, that He 

steadfastly set His face to go to Jerusalem…” (A prophecy of this moment, in Isaiah 50:7, says that He set his face 

“like flint.”) Our Lord was moving with purpose -with love for you and me. He did not regard His feelings or fears but 

walked with determination. He went in obedience to the Father, regardless of the cost. That’s what Paul meant by 

“walk in love.” 
 

In our Christian life we sometimes face bad situations and cruel choices. I have seen the husband whose wife, 

afflicted with dementia, forgets she is married. He stands by her, even if he can only do so as a friend. I have seen 

Christians stay in broken marriages for the sake of their children, setting aside their own happiness so that their 

offspring can grow in peace and stability.  I’ve seen Christians divorce to rescue their children from intolerable 

situations, too. We have brothers who have lost their jobs rather than silently approving of sin. Our sisters in Mexico 

often endure persecution and abuse from their own families – their own husbands! – for the sake of Christ. 
 

When you’re faced with a moral dilemma, remember your duty; remember the determination of the Savior who 

carried that cross for you and me… walk in love and keep your eyes on the prize: 

 

“Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life…” – I Timothy 6:12
