Contentment

“Now contentment with godliness is great gain. For we brought nothing into this world, and it is certain we
can carry nothing out.” — 1 Timothy 6:6-7

As Christians we are almost unique in this world in that we are expected to be content with what we sometimes call
“our lot” — the time, the family, the friends, the health, the church and, yes, even the goods, toys and money we have.

Let me tell you something about what you have — no matter how much or how little it is. This is important:
What you have is given to you by God.

You may think it’s a result of your hard work, your industriousness, your cleverness. And indeed God does approve
hard work (Proverbs 14:23, among many other Scriptures.) But when we think with satisfaction on what we have
amassed for ourselves, how sadly He must laugh.

Our Father knows how He directed our steps and guided our choices. He knows the experiences He put in front of us
so that we might learn. He knows the people He sent into our lives to strengthen us, teach us or inspire us. He picked
us up when we failed and despaired. We didn’t really get this far by ourselves.

His Son told us how we need to think about what we have. In Luke 12 Jesus told a parable about a rich man. This man
built new barns to hold his wealth and keep it for himself; to take his ease, to stop working and serving and sharing —
and returning God’s blessings to His children. God’s verdict?

“Fool! This night your soul will be required of you, then whose will those things be...?”

He knows that we cannot take the things of this life with us. And He knows how foolish we are to wish this, for our
Creator lives in a paradise beyond earthly imagining; part of it’s made for us.

And of course God the Father knows just how high a price was paid to ransom my soul from the end that I deserve -
for I am greedy, I am jealous; I want what others have and always wish that [ had more. I am not content. Is it because
I ldio ’t beéleve é}?d 50 OIénse fo ](S)Vrlngly rgwde for the needs of His children? Perhaps it’s time to examine myself
and e Scriptures - and find the way to real contentment.
