We often take it for granted that Christians are caring, compassionate people. After all, we claim a powerful example
in Jesus Himself. But there are a couple of ideas I’d like you to consider today.

In the Scripture above (which | encourage you to read fully), Jesus is working hard at showing the love of the Father
to the people of His time. We read of His compassion, something central to His character and seen in His every act.
Because His time here was short and His task enormous, He urged his disciples to pray for more laborers.

When Jesus prayed for more workers, He did this as a worker Himself. He was already busy. The difference between
“send more help” and “send me more help” is huge, and I suggest, not lost on God.

We also see that Jesus’ compassion wasn’t limited — thls passage says that He healed every sickness. We see this over
and over in the Gospels; there was nothing so distasteful, no person so vile that the Master would not help. The Son of
God was found with the worst sinners and the most despised lepers. Indeed, some of the greatest examples of His love
involved those who were lost in the things of the world, whose children had turned their backs on God, who were
overcome by grief, the divorced, single parents, overworked, or alone.

We stand today in a nation that, like the Judea of 2000 years ago, longs for the security that comes of being loved, of
belonging, for hope and a future. Our neighbors were worthy of our Lord’s care, work, tears and blood, and they are
worthy of the best we can do, too, as we tackle evangelizing Goodlettsville this summer.

We ask your prayers for our brothers and sisters who need our love and care and the Word of God. And let’s take care
to pray for workers as Jesus did — from knees tired from doing that work ourselves — and remember that:
“...He who has begun a good work in you will complete it until the day of Jesus Christ.” Philippians 1:6
